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P.P.P. - WHAT'S IN IT FOR ME?

Learn to work together with other members of the preschool for the common goal of making the preschool experience the very best it can be.

Give a little of yourself; each parent is unique and brings their personality and special talents to this preschool experience.  Give a little and you will receive much.

Work hard, play hard, enjoy each day and this preschool experience will surpass your every expectation.
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
